2.1
A minimum of three feet of clearance shall be maintained around apparatus parked within the station as the station's width permits.  New facilities will be constructed to meet the minimum clearance requirements.

The station's apparatus floors shall be kept free of grease, oil, water and tripping hazards.

No Class I or Class II flammable liquids shall be used for cleaning purposes to remove grease or dirt from apparatus.

Non-slip surface or mats shall be installed and maintained in all apparatus 
               dismount areas.
