While in motion, the driver and passengers in the cab of the apparatus shall wear seat belts.

Passengers on wildland vehicles shall use a safety belt or a short lanyard securely connected to the apparatus.


(a)
Safety lanyard lengths shall not allow for the member to reach the ground.

2.4
Members while actively fighting a fire in the mobile attack mode shall remain in a three-sided enclosure and use a safety lanyard. When actively fighting a fire in the mobile attack mode, members shall remain in a four-sided enclosure but the use of a lanyard is optional and should follow the department's Operating Guidelines.
