Fire apparatus must have the following specifications stenciled or labeled and posted to be clearly read by the driver while operating the apparatus:


2.1.1
transmission shifting pattern


2.2.2
the overall height

the weight

Each fire apparatus shall carry a current U.S. Department of Transportation Emergency Response Guidebook (ERG) or the equivalent.

2.4
Ladders stowed on the sides of apparatus, which protrude past the tail board, shall have guards over the protruding ends.

2.6
Apparatus which has an obstructed view to the rear shall not be used in reverse gear unless the equipment has in operation a reverse signal alarm.

2.7
Hearing protectors shall be provided for, and used by all members operating or riding on fire apparatus when subject to noise in excess of 85 dBA TWA.
